Le Pain Quotidien - Westwood


Description of Work

· Two wall signs

As shown on pages 3, 4, and 5 of the project concept plans, the proposed signage includes two wall signs, both black, pin mounted, and backlit reading “Le Pain Quotidien Bakery & Restaurant”. One sign will be centered over the front entry doorway, and the second centered above the outdoor dining patio along the Gayley frontage. The restaurant name “Le Pain Quotidien” will be in slightly larger font than the “Bakery & Restaurant” below. See Sign Inventory chart for specific fonts and dimensions. The 76’-3” Gayley Avenue frontage allows for a total sign square footage of 114.75 square feet, but the two proposed signs will only total 22.59 square feet.  

· Black wrought iron outdoor railing around exterior patio dining

The 24-seat dining patio will be separated from the public right-of-way sidewalk with a 3-foot in height, black, wrought iron railing. This railing will extend approximately 32-feet along the frontage of Gayley, and will project out approximately 4’-4” feet from the property line. There will be two wrought iron railing returns on either end of the patio, measuring approximately 3’ each, but leaving a 36” minimum clearance between the return and the barrier railing.
· Black wrought iron window railings

The black wrought iron window railings will be 42” in height, and will restrict the ingress and egress of patrons and restaurant staff through the four sets of the bi-fold doors which open between the interior and exterior dining area. The railings are necessary due to the grade change on the Gayley frontage. The window railings will be fixed onto the building. As illustrated in the accompanying project concept plans and elevations, the window railings are designed to match the window treatments on the second-story of the mixed-use building. 

· Black bi-fold metal doors with divided lights
Five metal bi-fold door sets with divided lights, painted black will be installed in existing openings; three sets will open onto the patio dining area and one door set will open onto the sidewalk. The three sets of bi-fold doors opening onto the patio area will be operable, but black wrought iron window railings will prevent ingress or egress. The fourth door set will open onto the sidewalk adjacent to the patio dining area. The fifth set of bi-fold doors will match the size and style of the other doors and will include the window railing, but will not be fully-operable and will not open onto the patio dining area.  All the bi-fold doors are consistent in style and design; they range in height from 9’-7” to 8’-5” due to the grade change. See pages 3, 4 and 6 of the project concept plans.
· Wrought iron entry door with clear glass sidelight and transom

The restaurant entry door will open in a curved, corner element base, fronting on Gayley Avenue. The glass door will include a clear glass sidelight and transom, and is approximately 13’-8” in height.  
· Wood and metal outdoor patio dining tables and chairs

Wood and metal tables and chairs are proposed for the outdoor dining patio. See a picture of the proposed sidewalk dining furniture on page 6 of the project concept plans.
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
